The Tidball Land Transfer Ceremony at 4pm marks the land conveyance from the U.S. Army to the 

County of Monterey. The land on which the historic Tidball Store sits on was sold to the War Department 

in 1940 by William Randolph Hearst. The County of Monterey owns the store.
